Web Application Development Tutorial 

1 CREATION OF THE REGISTERDISTRIBUTOR PROJECT IN ECLIPSE IDE 

The Eclipse IDE can be downloaded from the Eclipse website. The Eclipse IDE requires Java to be installed 
on Jim Kelly’s machine. Java can be downloaded from the Oracle website. We will need to install Tomcat 
and link it with Eclipse. A tutorial on how to do this can be found at coreservlets.com. 

Start the Eclipse IDE. Click File > New > Dynamic Web Project. In the form that presents itself, enter the 
project name as RegisterDistributor. Click Finish. 

Object Database Online DBaaS APIs are found in the Java class, Bizproapi, packaged in Enflow.jar. You will 
find the package and the Javadoc for this class, within the folder, ODBOnline_DBaaS_Kit. 

Now, expand the RegisterDistributor project in the Eclipse Project Explorer, to find the lib folder within the 
WebContent/WEB-INF folder. Now drop Enflow.jar, which is found in the folder, ODBOnline_DBaaS_Kit, 
into the lib folder. Now right click Enflow.jar, and click Build Path > Add To Build Path. 

2 ENTERING JIM KELLY’S CREDENTIALS IN THE REGISTERDEVELOPER PROJECT 

Find a folder, com, in the folder, ODBOnline_DBaaS_Kit. Next, expand the RegisterDistributor project in 
the Eclipse Project Explorer, to find the src folder within the Java Resources folder. Now drop com into the 
src folder. 

The next step is to input Jim Kelly’s credentials into the class, Cred.java, which is within the 
com.enterpriseflow.customapp package. 

Expand Cred.java to find the following definition of a String[] called cred:- 
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Input Jim Kelly’s credentials therein:- 
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3 REGISTER DISTRIBUTOR APPLICATION 

Register Distributor application supports the following 4 activities:- 

• Adding a Distributor. 

• Rating a Distributor. (*, **, …, or *****) 

• Deleting a Distributor. 

• Creating a list of existing Distributors.

Recollect also that Jim Kelly has already created a Distributor class, with the following metadata:- 
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Now create a custom attribute, named DistributorRating, of datatype String for the Distributor class. 

4 REGISTER DISTRIBUTOR APPLICATION SOFTWARE 

You will find the source code for the Register Distributor application within the 
sourcecode/RegisterDistributor folder in the folder, ODBOnline_DBaaS_Kit. Drop this entire source code 
into the WebContent folder of the RegisterDistributor application in Eclipse. 

Recollect that the Register Distributor application is required to be accessible by authorized employees of 
Premium Products Inc. Recollect that ADMIN3::Burt Lancaster::eflh006@gmail.com and ADMIN5::Gary 
Cooper::eflh008@gmail.com have been given access to this application, by way of setting the value of the 
custom attribute, RegDistrAuth, to “Yes” for these two employees. 

We will now run this application in localhost. To do this, first select the RegisterDistributor application, then 
click the Run As button:- 
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The following screen presents itself:- 
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Select Run on Server, then click OK, and then in the screen that presents itself, click Finish. This will start 
the RegisterDistributor application in localhost. 

Next, in the Chrome or other browser, visit http://localhost:8080/RegisterDistributor/. You will now see 
the following screen:- 
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In order to understand how this screen got generated, expand the RegisterDistributor project in Eclipse. 
You will now see the following:-

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Click index.jsp, and you will find the page appear in the Eclipse editor:- 
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Indeed, the company name, “Premium Products Inc”, and company address, “San Jose, CA, U.S.A.” in Figure 
6 were generated respectively by the APIs, Bizproapi.getOrgName() and Bizproapi.getOrgAddress(), shown 
in Figure 8. The employee login form shown in Figure 6 was generated by the html form code shown in 
Figure 8. 

Notice in Figure 8 that when an employee logs in, he / she will be taken to a screen generated by the file 
customapp.jsp (which you can see in Figure 7). 

Next, let us have Burt Lancaster login:- 
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Burt will see the following screen generated by the file customapp.jsp:- 
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In order to understand how Burt got there, let us have a look at the file customapp.jsp:-

Notice that Burt’s password was verified by the API, Bizproapi.verifyPassword(). Thereafter, the API, 
Bizproapi.roleAuthorized() ensured that Burt had been assigned the value Yes for the custom attribute, 
RegDistrAuth; this caused the boolean variable, caninit, to have the value, true; accordingly the screen 
shown in Figure 10 presented itself to Burt. 

You are now encouraged to see what happens when Burt clicks the buttons, Add Distributor, Rate 
Distributor, Delete Distributor, and List Distributors, and understand which APIs in the files within the 
folder, applications, of the RegisterDistributor project (see Figure 7), caused these to happen.
